Installation of the box in a concrete floor

1. Base box mounting
—remove the plugs from the cable entries;

— place the base box in the selected location and feed the wiring conduit

through the knockouts;

— mount the temporary cover to prevent debris from entering the box prior

to pouring concrete.

2. Concreting
Pour concrete as needed until desired base box level is met.
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* alternate base boxes that can be used:

PM-KN13-03-55-M-K46, PM-KN13-03-55-M-K46-E, PM-KN13-03-80-M-K46.
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3. Removing the temporary protective cover

— once concrete has cured, remove the temporary protective cover;

— pave the top layer and cut a hole along the contour of the base box
(covering thickness 5-15 mm).

Installation of the box in a raised floor**
1. Cut-out opening

Make a rectangular cutout for the base box on the selected surface.

2. Base box installation

— use M4x4 screws (with gaskets) to install the two mounting brackets on the

base box (1);

— place the base box in the previously prepared opening and fix the
mounting brackets in the required position from the bottom of the working surface
using M4x12 Philips countersunk head self-tapping screws (not included in the

delivery set) (2);

—remove the plugs from the corresponding knockout holes for cable entry

and lead the conductors inside the base box.

Connecting and modules installation

1. Unscrew the support bracket on the pop-up enclosure and remove the

card frame.

2. Snap the desired modules into the card frame and connect the wiring to

the appropriate terminal at back of the modules.
3. Slide the card frame into the pop-up enclosure.
4. Secure the support bracket by tightening the screws.

5. Feed the wires through the knockout holes on the base box. Connect the

wires to the terminal block on the backside of the socket.

Cover panel installation and operating instructions

1. After the wiring is completed, secured the cover panel into the base box
using two mounting screws (M4x25).

Panel surface should be level with the surface of the floor covering.
